I had the opportunity to

talk with club owner Ron Per-
saud recently, about the chal-
lenges jazz clubs face in Bal-
timore.
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Ron, how long have

you been operating
Club 3477

About two and a half
years.

Is this something
you’ve done before?

No, this is the first try at
it actually. When I got
here from NY I was look
ing for a mature venue.
And there was no place
around here. There was
Club1, which was a hip
hop club. And then you
had Hammerjacks which
was another hip hop
club. So when we

acquired this building we de-
cided to do a jazz situation,that
was different. And we were try-
ing to attract a mature and older
crowd that could appreciate the

music. We found that there was
a lot of local talent, local jazz

talent around town. So we

started the club up and started
with a trio and worked our way
to where we are right now. We
started booking trio acts Mon-
day, Tuesday and Wednesday.
Then we expanded to Thursday.
We do a jam session on Monday

and Tuesday. Wednesday
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is actually a blues night--
we do a blues jam ses-
sion.

Thursday we have a R&B
band, and that’s the line
up that we have. We have
live entertainment. It's a
small but intimate club, it
holds about a hundred
and twenty people.
You're sitting on top of
the band, and you feel a
connection with the mu-
sicians. Its been really
super, super for us — its
picking up, we’re starting
to do really well with it.
What did you have to
consider when you
opened a jazz club?

One of the reasons that
we got into the club
business, was our pur-
chase of the property. It
used to be the old Calvert
House. Once we did that
we saw an opportunity to
